Debris Monitor Checklist / Guidelines

Curbside Pickup:


1. Is the debris “Eligible Debris”?   Eligible Debris:
· It Eliminates a threat to public health and safety or

· It Eliminates an immediate threat of significant damage to improved property 

· Debris from undeveloped areas will not be picked up

· Debris from Commercial businesses will not be picked up

· Roofing debris from contractors operations will not be picked up

· Debris mixed with household garbage will not be picked up

· Citizens are cautioned not to mix construction debris with vegetative debris at      curbside

· Also Citizens are cautioned not to place debris on or near water meters, fire hydrants, communication pedestals, or street signage.

2. Is the debris located on the public right-of-way?

3. Check the area for safety considerations such as – downed power lines, children playing in the area, are traffic control needs met, are trucks and equipment being operated safely?

4. Sort the debris as much as possible at curbside. Separate the clean woody debris from the construction & demolition debris and from the household debris. Household hazardous waste and hazardous materials should be sorted and handled separately. The sorting process should be based on the different disposal categories. It is much easier to sort curbside than to sort commingled debris at the disposal site after being loaded hauled and dumped.

5. Are Freon containing appliances sorted and ready for Freon removal on site or separate transport for Freon removal before final disposal.

6. Perform a pre-work inspection of areas to check debris piles to identify covered utility meters, transformers, fire hydrants, mail boxes, etc to help prevent damage from loading equipment and to look for potential problems.

7. Should damages occur to utility components, driveways, road surfaces, private property, vehicles, etc. document the damage with photos if possible, collect information about owner, circumstances of the damage (who, what, when, where) and report to your supervisor.

8. Are trucks being loaded completely and safely trimmed of protruding debris that may be a hazard?

9. Make sure each truck has a load ticket before leaving the area and all information is recorded on the load ticket e.g. truck number, time load is complete, debris type, ticket number, date, etc.

10. Is there excessive idle time for either loading equipment or trucks waiting to be loaded? (idle trucks or equipment may be more efficiently used in other areas ).

11. Is the work area clear of debris to the specified level before equipment moves to a new loading area?

12. In case of controversy with truck drivers or the public do not be confrontational call your supervisor.
13. If you suspect debris is not eligible, contact your supervisor for determination and marking if appropriate.
