4.  Louis Armstrong New Orleans International Airport (MSY) is the closest airport, located west of the hotel and downtown area. Transportation options from the airport to the hotel upon arrival are Airport Shuttle New Orleans (web site: http://www.airportshuttleneworleans.com/), other commercial shuttle services, or taxi. Travel days will be Monday June 20 and Friday, June 24, dependent upon flight schedules.  Except for emergencies, the earliest allowable departure flight on June 24 will be 1430 hours. For USACE personnel, no rental cars are authorized.  The U.S. Customs House is a short walk from the hotel.
