(Minimum Recommended Requirements)
Does roof meet 50% rule?
· 50% or less decking lost or damaged.

· 50% or less of roof supporting structure lost or damaged. 

· AND the roof / building is structurally sound.

If roof exceeds any of the above, contact COE for clarifications BEFORE proceeding.

Startup:

Clear off old roof of anything that may puncture plastic.  Remove or drive flush any nails. 
Bend down or cover any sharp metal edges.  Cover or remove any broken wood that might damage plastic.

CQC Checks during installation:

· Plastic should be pulled reasonably tight.
· Two full wraps around edge battens.

· Wraps must be installed overhand, never underhand.

· All laps must run downhill.  

· No horizontal battens except at bottom of plastic.  (i.e.: no tops. Top must go over ridge and become a bottom on the other side).

· Sheet laps must overlap downhill with 2’ minimum. 
· Battens must follow original drainage path of room (Vertical battens only except bottom).
· Vertical wind anchor battens are 6’ apart MAX and fasteners on all battens, wrapped or wind anchor, is 24” MAX.

· Flat field edge batten should be canted slightly so as to have the bottom width of plastic slightly narrower than the top. This will help water run away from the batten instead of under the batten.

· Cut out for vents, pipes, etc., and seal around penetration with tape. Look closely at the tape to insure good seal to pipe/duct and roof.
· Check that nails are use for wood decks and screws for metal decks.
