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CURRENT ASSIGNMENTS: 

The Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense is the principal assistant and advisor to the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense on matters related to the overall supervision of the homeland defense activities of the Department of Defense. In addition he is responsible for the day-to-day management of the DoD participation in interagency activities concerning homeland security and Department of Defense relations with the Department of Homeland Security.
