1.  Subject:  Contaminated Debris Management Improvements
2.  Actions Taken:  

     a.  For the FY06 Season. 

· The Department of Homeland Security has assigned USACE as the co-chair for the Contaminated Debris Working Group that is developing guidelines for responding to the contaminated debris aspects of an incident of national significance.  

· USACE is finalizing a CBRNE Debris Guideline, on behalf of FEMA, that will include procedures for managing contaminated debris.

· USACE, EPA, and FEMA are engaged in an Environmental-Debris Working Group to proactively address needs identified in the After Action Report, Hurricane Katrina and Rita Workshop in March, 2006.   

     b.  For the FY07 Season.

· USACE will develop Contaminated Debris Planning Response Team(s) (PRT). 

· USACE will develop programmatic plans, policies, and procedures for contaminated debris management to include PSMA, standard operating procedures, guides, and memorandum of understandings through coordination with appropriate agencies, including EPA, and FEMA.  
· USACE will continue to participate in national working groups to coordinate with EPA, FEMA, OSHA, DOE, CDC, and others pursuant to contaminated debris management preparedness, response, and recovery needs and responsibilities

· USACE will continue to coordinate with EPA for inclusion of their support agency function to ESF 3 for water and wastewater assessment, reporting, communication with state and municipal officials, and representation at the NRCC, RRCC, JFO, and Field Offices within USACE plans and policies.    
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
