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TITLE: Death During TDY 


1 SCOPE AND APPLICATION
Death cases involving TDY and the allowable expenses involved.

2 PROCEDURE SUMMARY
The Government is liable to bring the deceased home from the TDY location to the PDS.

3 PROCEDURE
A. Points of contact included from the following offices: (See Encl 1 for the notification procedures for deceased of current operation)

Human Resources (who will be the liaison between F&A/LM and  

 


the family of the deceased employee/hospital) 

Finance & Accounting Officer 


Supervisor of deceased employee

Transportation Officer (who will in turn notify the Logistics 

     Operations Supervisor/Division Chief)



Chief of Logistics (who will in turn notify the Commander)

B. To bring the deceased home, the following documents need to be recorded and on file:

1.  Copy of JTR C6050, Part B: Death Cases, Allowable Expenses. 

2. Document all costs of transportation, i.e. funeral home receipt (broken out by line item).

3. The unused airline ticket of the deceased for the flight back to PDS, to be sent to CENWS-LM to be voided out.

4. A copy of the death certificate.

C. Payment is authorized for the cost of transporting the remains to the employee’s place of actual residence, official station, or place of interment.  The cost of transportation may not exceed the cost to the place of actual residence or official station, whichever is more distant.  (i.e., deceased has a family plot located other than his official station or residence)

D. The DOD component must pay all actual costs including (JTR 6054): 

1. Preparation of Remains:


a.  Embalming or cremation


b.  Necessary clothing

c. Casket or container suitable for shipment to place of burial,    

d.  Similar expenses
2. Transportation of Remains. 

a.  Movement from place of death to mortuary and/or cemetery

b. Shipping permits

c. Outside case for shipment and sealing of the case if necessary

d. Removal to and from the common carrier

e. Ferry fares, bridge tolls

f. Similar expenses

3. Miscellaneous Expenses.

a. The deceased baggage at the TDY point must be transported at Government expense to the employees PDS or actual residence as determined by the employee’s dependents. 

b. Per Diem ends on the calendar day on which the deceased died.   

c. Travel expenses may be authorized for no more than two escorts.  If escort is authorized, an invitational travel order should be issued for travel and transportation at Government Expense.

NOTE: Costs for an outside case are not authorized when transportation is by hearse. Cost for transportation by hearse or other means cannot exceed the cost of common carrier.

E. Once the itemized expenses are computed, the employee’s PDS will claim these costs using the deceased travel order/voucher.  Resource Management will need to give a heads up to the Finance Center in Millington on the travel voucher claim that is going to be submitted.
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
