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TITLE: Incapacitated During TDY


1 SCOPE AND APPLICATION
The Government is responsible for returning the traveler home if traveler

becomes incapacitated during TDY.

2 PROCEDURE SUMMARY
To bring the injured traveler home via Air Ambulance, it has to be approved by HQUSACE LM and the Surgeon General as long as the documentations in Encl 1 & 2 to this SOP are on record.

3 PROCEDURE
A. Points of contact included from the following offices: (See Encl 3 for the notification procedures for casualties of current operation)

Human Resources (who will be the liaison between F&A/LM and  

 


the family of the injured employee/hospital) 

Finance & Accounting Officer 


Supervisor of injured employee

Transportation Officer (who will in turn notify the Logistics 

               Operations Supervisor/Division Chief)



Chief of Logistics (who will in turn notify the Commander).

B. JTR C6454, B-1, gives the authority to bring the injured traveler home via Air Ambulance (Encl 1). The Transportation Officer will coordinate with the local Air Ambulance Service at the TDY site to bring the injured employee home.  The hospital at the TDY site will coordinate with the hospital at the PDS site for the traveler’s admittance.

C. Document all costs of transportation, i.e. ambulance costs to/from the hospital, air costs, etc.

D. Once the injured traveler is checked into the hospital at the PDS, all expenditures related to travel and transportation will cease and his/her insurance will start.

E. The unused ticket of the injured traveler, for his flight back to XXX, needs to be sent to CEXX-LM to be voided out.

F. Per Diem terminates once the injured traveler is admitted into the hospital and will begin again once he/she is in route home and terminates again when traveler is admitted into the hospital at the PDS.

G. A certified medical authority letter, signed by the physician, is needed stating that it is in the best medical interest of the patient that he/she be moved from the place where the traveler was injured to Seattle, Washington (Encl 2).

H. If the spouse of the injured traveler is to be the attendant/escort to the injured traveler, a certified medical authority letter, signed by the physician, needs to state that it is in the best medical interest of the patient that the spouse accompany the injured traveler back to Seattle.  Only then the Government will pay for the spouse’s way home.  But, if the physician has a nurse accompany the injured traveler to Seattle, then the spouse will have to pay for his/her own way home and the Government will not reimburse the spouse.
