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The purpose of this plan is to outline minimum safety requirements and activities personnel should undertake in the event of an emergency evacuation of the Trade Towers event site. 

Personnel must use all Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) necessary for the location in which they’re working.  All  have been provided a minimum of hard hat, safety shoes, goggles, hearing protection, and respirator and should use them as required.  There are numerous safety issues associated with the World Trade Center site. All should be aware of overhead hazards, tripping hazards, heavy equipment, trucks, emergency vehicles, and the potential for chemical contaminants and bacterial agents.  Personnel are working long hours in an emotionally charged environment, and fatigue and emotional distress are additional issues.  See the attached Activity Hazard Analysis (AHA).  All personnel are required to read the safety and evacuation plan and be familiar with the evacuation map, as well as attend daily safety briefings.

EVACUATION PLAN

The signal for an evacuation is three short blasts of the signal horn.  Evacuation notice may also be given verbally by FDNY, NYPD, FEMA, USACE team leaders or others. 

The final muster site for emergency personnel is located at the intersection of Harrison Street and West Street, where we will gather and make sure all are accounted for.  See attached map for evacuation route. Directions are below.

All personnel who work at the site identified as “West” near the intersection of West and Vesey will run away from the event site to the final muster site using West Street.

All personnel who work at the site identified as “Liberty”, near the intersection of West and Liberty, will depart the event site running in the direction of and muster at Battery Park, then make their way to Broadway, come left on Broadway, then left on Leonard  Street, left on Hudson, and left on Harrison to the intersection of West and Harrison.

All personnel who work at the site identified as “Vesey”, near the intersection of Church and Ann, will depart the event site via Fulton Street, turn left on Broadway and muster at the intersection of Broadway and Ann, then make their way to the final muster site by going north on Broadway, then left on Leonard Street, left on Hudson, and left on Harrison to the intersection of West and Harrison.

All personnel who work at the site identified as “Church”, near the intersection of Liberty and Greenwich, will depart the event site and muster at Battery Park,  then make their way to Broadway, come left on Broadway, then left on Leonard Street, left on Hudson, and left on Harrison to the intersection of West and Harrison.

In the event of an accident needing medical care for USACE or other emergency personnel, report the need to the nearest FDNY Command Post.
