SUBJECT:  Variance of Class 3, International-Orange High-Visibility Apparel

1. Reference EM 385-1-1, paragraph 05.A.11 and Appendix B, 10.b.(4).

2. The referenced instructions provide for Class 3, international orange high-visibility apparel to be worn by persons exposed to vehicular or equipment traffic, including signalpersons, spotters, or inspectors.  

3. Due to the Hurricane Katrina Recovery effort, the Safety and Occupational Health Office located at the Hurricane Katrina RFO has requested a variance from these restrictions.  The request is to allow Class 2 high visibility vests, in orange, lime, yellow or any other appropriate color, based on a risk assessment of activities being performed during daylight operations only.  The availability of Class 3 – 2004 apparel is limited.  Class 3 apparel is also hotter to wear and during the hot, humid conditions being encountered, Class 2 vests are much cooler and yet afford adequate reflectivity and visibility.  

4. Based upon the recommendation of the District Chief, Safety and Occupational Health Office, the variance is granted for the duration of the emergency operation.
