MEMORANDUM FOR RECOVERY TEAM MEMBERS

SUBJECT:  Automobile Accidents

1.  The Corps’ involvement in the aftermath of _________________________ has brought together many individuals from all over the country. Your contribution to the cleanup effort is to be applauded. The hard work of every individual is greatly appreciated. In the effort to accomplish our mission, though, we sometimes let down our defenses regarding traffic conditions and safe driving habits. There have been several traffic accidents in the involving team members. This memorandum is provided as a reminder of conditions to be aware of while in the Recovery Area.

2.  Traffic is extremely heavy.  Do not follow too closely to the automobile in front of you. Leave enough room and reaction time so that the vehicle following you also has time to stop.

3.  Watch for sudden rainstorms. Water mixing with dirt/oil/grease on the roadway causes slick conditions. Take the necessary precautions if driving during rainstorm. Lower your speed and turn on your lights. If conditions become too extreme, pull off the road until it has passed.

4.  Please remember to use you seat belts. They are crucial in reducing injury during a collision.

5.  Conditions in the disaster areas are constantly improving. New stoplights are going up daily. Thus, areas not having working stoplights in the past have recently had them replaced. Be aware of this. Others may not.

6.  Do not follow too closely to any truck filled with debris. Some of the debris may fall from the truck into your path causing damage to your tires and automobile.

7.  Corps personnel who are visiting recovery sites should be parking their vehicles well away from the activity area and the contractor’s heavy equipment. The potential for mishap between automobile and heavy equipment is very high in these areas.
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8.  If you are involved in an automobile accident, if at all possible, take pictures of the accident seen.
