SITREP for 18 October 2005:

· No government incidents reported today;


- No contractor incidents reported today; - the bucket truck operator that went to doctor yesterday suffered contusions to his back and returned to work today - NLT incident; 


- To date, 6 gov't vehicle (rentals) accidents; 2 Contractor lost- time injuries/illnesses and 3 recordable contractor motor vehicle/property damage accidents; 


- In-briefed newly arriving safety professional today;


- Conducted safety briefing at QA training today to approximately 10 QA personnel;


- Attended OSHA's Federal Interagency meeting at 1500-1630 hours today - discussed recordkeeping, accident reporting, HASP and status of work missions, need to ask OSHA assistance, etc.

SITREP for 5 October 2005

· No government incidents reported today;

· No contractor incidents reported today: In regards to the flag-woman that was hit by a pickup truck last week, latest word is that she did indeed suffer a fractured pelvis; she will be on restrictive duty for approximately four weeks; her doctors kept her for a second night and performed additional tests to discover a hairline fracture;

· According to Ken Atha, Mobile Area Director, OSHA is investigating this accident in the enforcement mode. OSHA representatives interviewed her yesterday at her motel not long after she had been released from the hospital;

· OSHA performed site assessments at several sites - findings TBD; 

· Surveyed debris crews in and around Bayou La Batre (BLB); deficiencies discussed with QA/QC personnel (site set-up, flagging, etc);

· Also observed beginning pick-up of mixed debris at the city sites in Bayou La Batre (overpowering stench associated with this activity), trucks had been inspected and placarded but none of equipment had been, corrected on spot;

· Met with OSHA this morning (missed Interagency meeting yesterday) and discussed current issues: OSHA may extend date of acting in non-enforcement role to mid-November; national Health and Safety Plan (HASP) input; discussed lack of PPE and other amongst FEMA field folks; accident/incident databases; DOT non-compliance; 

· Surveyed group housing site in BLB - proper PPE not being worn; site safety officer working other duties (not allowed); civilians walking through site; inadequate/missing handrails on COE office trailer; 

· Surveyed Dirt Inc. due to complaints of pesticide/chemical odor/release somewhere in the landfill that affected the tower workers (landfill owner contacted, rep.sent to tower to evaluate; for traffic flow issues; trucks backing up, 2nd tower going in, scaffolding safety.
