MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN USACE AND OSHA COOPERATIVE DEBRIS INSPECTION WITH USACE

SAMPLE
This memo outlines the agreement between the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) and the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regarding the coordination of resources to conduct safety and health interventions at debris sites.

USACE will identify debris sites that will be inspected by OSHA.  OSHA will conduct safety and health interventions at these sites under their own authority as authorized under the Worker Safety and Health Support Annex and the FEMA Mission Assignment.   OSHA will not be assigned to a site (meaning that OSHA will not have a continued presence there or have contractual enforcement authority).  Each site referred to OSHA will also have a USACE safety officer designated for contact purposes and questions related to USACE responsibility.

Each party to this agreement will be responsible for completing their respective reporting forms.  However, OSHA agrees to provide feedback to USACE on the findings of these interventions at the end of the workday.  This feedback will consist of forwarding the “OSHA Intervention Tracking Form” including comments on issues of interest to USACE.

OSHA will inform contractors at the debris site that the inspection information will be forwarded to USACE.  OSHA will not do contract enforcement action normally done by the USACE.   USACE may visit sites if there are concerns regarding contractual obligations.  OSHA will assure that imminent danger situations are corrected immediately.    

USACE and OSHA will conduct coordination meeting as needed at the New Orleans OSHA operations office.   

It is expected that this cooperative agreement will extend at least 30 days and involve resources equivalent to two OSHA inspectors.
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
