	· Proper precautions will be taken to insure employees are fit to perform tasks, no carelessness will be allowed.

· Wear work boots, long  pants and shirt with sleeves. Use caution while walking over uneven/slippery ground

· Insure boards with nails are removed from work area.  Gloves shall be worn.

· Proper lifting techniques.  Use assistance for heavy or bulky loads.  45-50 lb. Max per person.

· Perform a visual inspection of structure, check for termite damage and missing supports.

· Do not install during high wind conditions.

· Use proper ladder for task.  Ensure ladder is in good condition, of proper length and properly secured.  Home built ladders will be IAW ANSI 14.1.

· Check roofs structural integrity.  No walking on wet plastic allowed.  Watch for unsupported roof areas.  For all structures when fall hazard is increased by hazardous obstacles on the ground or by the ground dropping off to a depth greater than eight feet or when roof pitch is steep, use positioning system to prevent employees from falling off roofs.   Tie down plastic on roof under high wind conditions.  Check for termite damage.

·  Wear approved hard hats on the ground.

· Stay away from power lines and other electrical wires.  Disconnect power when possible.  

· Use flat level surface for laying materials for cutting.

· Wear approved eye protection and gloves.  Make certain saw guard is in place and functional.  Make certain blade is sharp.  Check electrical cord integrity.  Insure proper grounding and GFCI is in use.  Use saw horses or other flat surfaces for cutting  materials.

· Ensure proper grounding and GFCI is in use.

· Ensure cords are not cut, frayed or spliced and cord is held in place on plug.              
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
