Gentlemen:


It has come to my attention that some of the truck drivers are climbing onto their trucks to unroll their tarpaulins after they have been loaded.  This act places the driver in an unsafe situation and must not continue.


Paragraph 22.A.04.a of the Safety and Health Requirements Manual (EM 385-1-1) states, Scaffolds, platforms, or temporary floors shall be provided for all work except that which can be done safely from the ground or similar footing.”  Clearly, the tarping procedure cannot be conducted from the ground level, therefore, utilization of an elevated work platform is required.


Another area of concern is proper access to the working platform.  Climbing of the braces is prohibited.  A ladder or stairway must be provided for access and exit.  This ladder must be affixed or built into all metal scaffolds and so located that when in use it will not have a tendency to tip the scaffold.


I realize that some of the truckers prefer to tarp their own loads and do not want the laborers performing this task.  It is not my intent to end this policy, only to provide a safe working environment for the personnel unrolling the tarps, whoever they may be.  This policy should be clearly explained to your drivers and your on-site personnel.  Enforcement of this policy is effective this date.  My Quality Assurance Representatives have been instructed not to sign any load tickets where the driver or other personnel were observed tarping the load in an unsafe manner.


Providing and maintaining a safe project is an important requirement of your contract.  You should fully understand that this office places the utmost emphasis on jobsite safety considerations.  I am confident that by maintaining continual emphasis on safety issues, you can experience a safe project for you and your employees
