Inspect each room for hazards prior to entry and avoid such hazards if imminent danger exists.  Always work in teams of at least two inspectors, each far enough apart to be able to summon help.

Use flashlight.

Observe where you step and place feet on sound surface.

Don’t handle or open containers.   

Presume that all roofing and building shingles, and thermal insulation on pipes, boilers, and ceilings contain asbestos and avoid disturbing.

Assume that all animals are dangerous and avoid them.  If bitten, stung, or scratched, immediately seek medical aid.

Avoid all contact

Report allergy symptoms to immediate supervisor.

Do not use until inspected and certified as safe.   

Do not enter without first fully complying with all permit-required confined space requirements.

Promptly leave structure and report situation to police.

Avoid climbing on roof if not absolutely necessary.  Never climb on roof during thunderstorms, rainy or windy weather.  Avoid areas potentially not structurally sound.    

Comply with fall protection requirements

Avoid protruding nails, trip/slips hazards, and electrical lines. 
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
