MANUFACTURED HOUSING PARK

OCCUPANT RESPONSIBILITIES

Welcome to your Manufactured Housing Park! To help us keep a safe and pleasant place to live, we ask you to be aware of the following responsibilities:

1. The tenant shall not violate any federal, state, or local law or ordinance, resulting in a situation detrimental to the safety and welfare of the other tenants. 

2. Please be considerate of your neighbors, and be a good neighbor. Don’t play loud music or have loud parties. Quiet hours are between 11 pm and 7 am. (See Paragraph 9(g) of your lease.)

3. Each lot must be kept neat, clean, and free of trash, debris and weeds. (See Paragraph 7(c) of your lease.) No storage under the housing unit is allowed.

4. Everyone should respect the yards and property of others. Please don’t enter or allow children or pets to enter the yard or personal property of others without their permission.

5. No one should be living in your unit unless they were part of your household when the disaster happened. Only those people listed on your lease should be living in your unit. (See paragraph 1 of your lease). The housing unit must be used only as a private home to live in and for no other reason.

6. Use of firearms, air rifles, archery sets or weapons of any kind are prohibited in the park.

7. Illegal activities, and/or disorderly behavior will not be tolerated in the park. (See Paragraphs 9(f) & (g) of your lease.) Please contact your local police agency for any law enforcement services. 

8. The speed limit in the park is 10 miles per hour. Drive safely and watch out for the children.

9. Off street parking for 2 vehicles is provided on each lot. No parking on grass or yards is allowed. Personal travel trailers, motor homes, RVs, boats, and unlicensed vehicles of any type are not permitted on the lot. Vehicles are to be parked according to accepted parking patterns.

10. Major vehicle maintenance and repairs are not permitted in the park. Un-drivable vehicles are also not permitted in the park.

11. Garbage and trash must be bagged and placed in the proper containers. 

12. Parents and guardians are expected to maintain reasonable control and supervision of their children.

13. Owners are responsible for their pets. Pets must be kept on a six-feet or shorter leash and be well-behaved at all times. Dangerous pets are not allowed. Pet owners are required to pick up after their pets and properly dispose of their droppings. 

14. Occupants of the park are responsible to pay their utility bills. Having utilities disconnected due to non-payment of bills leads to a safety hazard for other park residents and cannot be tolerated and is in violation of the lease. (See paragraphs 6 & 9(b) of your lease.)

15. The housing unit may not be used for prostitution or any illegal trade. No commercial or business activities are allowed. Business signs may not be displayed.

Please be aware that failure to carry out these responsibilities could lead to eviction. (See paragraphs 9 & 12 of your lease.)We want everyone to be safe and to enjoy their surroundings.
