Mr. Biehl’s future plans for the property vary from developing condominiums to selling the property.  Mr. Biehl stated that he has an engineering firm preparing a survey of the property.  Mr. Biehl seemed amenable to a six-month lease but was willing to consider a year or eighteen month timeframe.
