2.  Address broad support issues. Develop a list of issues to address and incorporate into diplomatic and military agreements, as appropriate.  A starting checklist follows.  [Note:  This list is not exhaustive and is intended only as a starting point.]:
a.  Refer to North Atlantic Treaty and North Atlantic Treaty Organization Status of Forces Agreement?

If so, draft language:  The provisions of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization Status of Forces Agreement shall apply.
b.  Invoke Agreement to Facilitate Co-Operation between Military Services of Two Countries (Chapeau), dated 19 August 1994?
If so, draft language:  The Agreement between the United States and Canada concerning the Establishment of certain Mutual Defense Commitments, which entered into force on 19 August 1994 (Agreement), is explicitly invoked.  Issues relating to liability, information, lease or loan of material or equipment, and logistics support shall be resolved in accordance with the Agreement.
c.  If classified military information and/or material will be shared or generated, incorporate General Security of Information Agreement dated 30 January 1962.
If so, draft language:  Classified military information and/or material provided or generated pursuant to this Agreement shall be protected in compliance with General Security of Information Agreement, dated 20 January 1962.

d.  If involves temporary cross-border movement of land forces, follow Principles and Procedures for Temporary Cross Border Movement of Land Forces dated 13 March 1968 (modified by Confidential Agreement of same date).  The Principles and Procedures are implemented by Canadian Forces Administrative Order 20-45, Temporary Cross-Border Movement of Land Forces between Canada and the United States, and by U.S. Army Regulation 525-16, Temporary Cross-Border Movement of Land Forces between the United States and Canada.  
e.  Determine applicability of Memorandum of Understanding between U.S. Department of Defense and Department of National Defence of Canada concerning Mutual Support, dated 21 October 1999.  This MOU currently serves as the USNORTHCOM Acquisition and Cross-Servicing Agreement.
f.  Determine applicability of other international agreements.
g.  Applicability of Civil Assistance Plan between USNORTHCOM and NDHQ/Canada Command (after formal approval of Plan).

h.  Liability.

i.  Military Justice.

j.  Theatre Clearance.

k.  Funding/Reimbursement.

i.  Who will pay to transport equipment both ways?

l.   Use of force/weapons.

m.  If Foreign Consular Offices are in affected areas, how will people and Offices be protected?
