1.  SITUATION.

a. Threat.  See Base Plan.

b.  Friendly Forces.  Headquarters, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (HQUSACE) staff elements, Major Subordinate Commands (MSC), district commands, laboratories, Field Operating Activities (FOA), 249th Prime Power Battalion, and all forward operating elements in support of civil emergency response operations.

d. Assumptions.  Incidents of National significance will require Command and Control Platforms and Communications in forward areas.

2.  MISSION.  


DTOS provides an expedient tactical operations and communications platform for first responders where there are no available facilities or communications to support response operations.  DTOS is designed to meet response requirements for natural or manmade disasters (CONUS and OCONUS), humanitarian assistance, and special non-disaster command requirements.

3.  EXECUTION.  

     a. 
Concept of Operation.  DTOS will receive its mission assignments from HQ-UOC, thereby allowing the establishment of a forward command and control platform with the capability to communicate with USACE headquarters, divisions, and districts, ESF #3, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), and other agencies in the disaster area.  In the event of situations involving multiple states, the strategic locations of DTOS assets allows USACE to extend its area of operations to meet contingency requirements

Tasks to subordinate units. 

(1)  DTOS Management Team.


a) Maintain and deploy DTOS to meet operational requirements.


b) Establish communications and provide advice to the supported entity.

           (1)  DTOS is controlled by the UOC and can only be moved by the UOC. DTOS assets deploy directly to their work location and perform a virtual RSOI with the responding organization.

DTOS Teams are prepared to deploy from home station within six hours of notification by the DTOS Management team.


     (3)  DTOS Teams normally deploy on confirmatory travel orders.  

4.  SERVICE SUPPORT.  
a. The DTOS Management Team will coordinate funding for the DTOS Teams with the responding organization and the teams’ home districts. 

b. DTOS Teams will wear the Corps of Engineers Emergency attire.

c. Lodging will be coordinated through the DTOS Management Team 

5.  COMMAND & SIGNAL.
a. Command.  

            (1)  Command Relationships (See Annex B Command and Control)

(a)  HQ USACE Task Force.  DTOS is OPCON.

                  (b)  USACE Regional Commands.  DTOS provides Direct Support (DS) except that all proposed movements of DTOS assets will be coordinated through and approved by HQ UOC.

                  (c)  USACE Responding Organization.  DTOS provides Direct Support (DS) except that all proposed movements of DTOS assets will be coordinated through and approved by HQ UOC.

U.S. Army Engineer, Readiness Support Center, DTOS Management Team will provide on-scene coordination for and management of the DTOS response to the event. 


(3)
The DTOS asset/personnel are provided as a support element to the requesting entity and are required to give priority support to that entity.  The supporting DTOS asset/personnel will take support requests directly from the supported entity, coordinate the request through the UOC, will normally establish communications, and will provide advice to the supported entity.  Command of the DTOS asset/personnel lies solely with the UOC through the DTOS Management Team.  Command of the DTOS asset/personnel will not be transferred to the supported entity.

             (1)  Web Site.  DTOS reporting will be performed through ENGLink Interactive.

             (2)  Reporting.  A DTOS situation report will be submitted daily via ENGLink Interactive.
